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Dear Holy Nativity Family Member, 
 
We would like to have a few moments of your time, so thanks in advance for reading this letter. It all boils 
down to simple math, well maybe not simple, but here’s the equation. How can 48,000 = 227,000? It’s a matter 
of making an investment for the future. Here at Holy Nativity, we believe that we have some of the most ele-
gant, beautiful and precious stained glass windows anywhere. 
 
Recently in inspecting the property and buildings, it was noticed that age and elements were causing damage 
to the stained glass and viewed that putty was drying and falling inside the Plexiglas sheets giving us a visible 
sign of some issues. Upon further investigation, Fr. Harry and Jim Kimball contacted some glass experts for 
guidance and some professional insight into what we were looking at for repairs. One of those companies, As-
sociated Crafts based in MN, gave us a detailed and comprehensive report on the status of our windows. 
 
It was eye opening as we found out that the lead, support braces, protective covering and some glass panels 
themselves were feeling their age due to the four seasons that we endure (not the Frankie Valli ones) and 
needed attention, a lot of attention. The vestry and Executive Committee have discussed and support having 
this much needed work performed by this highly recommended company and this is where that equation 
comes in. If we can invest roughly (give or take a couple of grand) $48,000 to repair and restore and preserve 
the windows we will be protecting the $227,000 assessed value of all the stained glass in the church proper. 
Makes a lot of sense when you think about it. To quote our Treasurer Jim Kimball, “We have all the money we 
need….it’s just still in your (our) pockets.” 
 
To support this investment, we are asking you to join with the vestry in supporting this delicate and extremely 
crucial undertaking using Associated Crafts to perform the work. We ask that you contribute what you can and 
as a family raise the necessary funds for what we could essentially call “Save Our Glass” (just a little LOL there). 
Any amount is welcome, however if you donate $500 or more, a copy of the book “Sermons In Glass”, the his-
tory of our windows lovingly put together by John Greene and his daughter Linda, will be yours. 
 
Updates on this project will be given through the Sunday bulletins, emails and editions of Holy Happenings 
along with our website. We are looking to have a representative from Associated Crafts to visit us at an upcom-
ing Coffee Hour in September depending on scheduling to explain the project in better detail and to answer 
questions. In the meantime, you can make your check payable to Church of The Holy Nativity and make sure 
you put Stained Glass Project on the memo line so the funds are designated. Just so you know, the fund has 
been started with some money from the general fund that had been a gift to the church as a bequest. 
 
We prayerfully ask that all of us consider donating to this crucial project. It is our hope to have the work start-
ed in the Fall of this year based on funds available and the scheduling of the work with the glass experts. Please 
feel free to contact Fr. Harry, the Executive Committee or the Vestry with any questions. 
 
May God continue to bless us all.

History of Fudge (con’t) 

Some food historians peg the year 
at 1886, but the exact origin and 
inventor are disputed. Most stories 
claim that the first batch of fudge 
resulted from an accident with a 
bungled (“fudged”) batch of cara-
mels, when the sugar was allowed 
to recrystallize; hence the name 
from the interjection, “Oh fudge!” 
 

One of the first documentations of 
fudge is in a letter written by 
Emelyn Battersby Hartridge, then 
a student at Vassar College. She 
wrote that a schoolmate’s cousin 
made fudge in Baltimore in 1886. 
She obtained the recipe, and in 
1888, made 30 pounds of it to auc-
tion. Word of the confection 
spread to other women’s colleges. 
Wellesley and Smith developed 
their own versions of this 
“original” fudge recipe. The origi-
nal fudge recipes were famously 
delicate: Precise measurements, 
cooking time and constant stirring 
were crucial for perfect fudge. The 
recipe looks simple—heat a mix-
ture of sugar, butter and milk or 
cream to the soft-ball stage, then 
beat it to a smooth, creamy con-
sistency while it cools. But it is 
easy to undercook or overcook a 
batch (not every home cook had—
or has—a candy thermometer) and 
to end up with “crystallized” 
fudge through insufficient stirring.  
 

“Foolproof” recipes were devel-
oped for the home that included 
corn syrup, preventing crystalliza-
tion and produces smooth fudge. 
Later recipes substituted sweet-
ened condensed milk, marshmal-
low creme, or other ingredients for 
the milk/cream that were better 
guarantees of a perfect fudge tex-
ture. Of course, they didn’t guar-
antee the same creamy taste as the 
original recipe.  

History of Fudge 
 
Fudge is a drier version of fondant, 
made by boiling sugar in milk to 
the soft-ball stage and then beating 
the mixture while it cools so that it 
acquires a smooth, creamy texture. 
Fudge is an American invention:  

Mother’s Lifetime 

Recipe 
From “Favorite Recipes” 

 
2 heaping cups of patience 
2 hands of generosity 
1 headful of understanding 
1 heartful of love 
Dash of laughter 
 
Sprinkle generously with kind-
ness, add plenty of faith and 
mix well. Spread over a period 
of a lifetime and serve every-
one you meet.

Original Toll 

House Cookie  

Recipe 
 
1 ½ cups of shortening 
1 1/8 cups of sugar 
1 1/8 cups of brown sugar 
3 eggs 
1 ½ teaspoon of salt 
3 1/8 cups of flour (King Arthur 
all purpose suggested) 
1 ½ teaspoon of hot water 
1 ½ teaspoon of baking soda 
1 ½ teaspoon of vanilla 
Chocolate chips (and walnuts) 
 
Preheat the oven to 375°F. Have 
two lightly greased or parch-
ment lined baking sheets ready. 
In a large bowl, cream together 
shortening, sugars, eggs and va-
nilla. Add flour  and salt, stir to 
combine. Stir baking soda into 
hot water, and add to dough. 
Combine thoroughly. Mix in the 
nuts and chocolate chips. Drop 
the dough by the tablespoon on-
to baking sheet. Bake for 8 to 10 
minutes for chewy cookies, 11-
13 minutes for crisp. 
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Ministries 
 
What special talents and abilities have you been blessed with? Is there something you would like to 
share with Holy Nativity? Regardless of your interests and skills, if you would like to participate in one 
or more ministries, there is something for everyone. If you pursue a ministry that requires some train-
ing, an experienced person will work with you while you learn. 
 
Sign-up sheets for ministries will be available on Homecoming Sunday, September 17. If you have any 
questions, please speak to someone currently involved in these ministries or to Fr. Harry or Fr. Brad. 
 
Acolytes carry the cross, candles and other items in procession and help in important ways throughout 
the service. This is an opportunity for church members young and old (between 9 and 99!) to develop a 
sense of reverence and understanding for the tradition and beauty entwined in the Episcopal celebra-
tion. Training is scheduled for September 9 and 16. 
 
Altar Guild is responsible for preparing the altar, flowers and linens needed for all services and church 
holidays. They make sure that the altar brass and gold shine and that the linens are crisp and white. 
They fill candles, prepare the gifts of the people for consecration. The guild works in teams, meeting 
on Saturday morning to set up for Sunday and then cleaning up following both Sunday services. 
 
Choir is an all-volunteer group of parishioners. They provide music for the 10am Sunday service and 
for many special occasions. They rehearse at 9:15 Sunday morning before the 10am service. 
 
Healing Ministers are available to pray with you during communion at St. Luke's Altar. You are wel-
come to stand or kneel to receive healing prayers. The Healing Ministers will ask you what you would 
like to pray for. All information they hear is strictly confidential. After hearing of your prayer request, 
the Healing Minister will lay his or her hands on you, pray with you and anoint your forehead. 
 
Lay Eucharistic Ministers read the appointed scripture lessons to the parish and help clergy during 
services. They also lead the recitation of the Psalm of the day and the Prayers of the People. They ad-
minister the chalices of consecrated wine during Communion. If Acolytes are not present, they often 
take on these duties. Lay Eucharistic Ministers are licensed by the Bishop. 
 
Ushers can be men, women and youths. They welcome people as they enter the church and hand out 
bulletins. They take up the collection; help parishioners who want help to and from their seats and to 
and from communion and assure that the church is neat and clean after each service. 
 
Sunday School Teachers teach the parish youth every Sunday, using the Episcopal Children’s curricu-

lum as well as having various games and activities that will help us to learn about Christ, our church 

and being kind to people around us. 

Pastoral care team coordinates with the Eucharistic Visitors to bring communion to shut-ins, help get 

transportation for parishioners who need a ride to church, make friendly visits to people at home, visit 

people in the hospital, nursing homes, rehab centers or other facilities. They also receive parishioner 

prayer requests and concerns about others in need. 

Stewardship Committee works year round, taking many forms. Stewardship here is a joyful exchange 

of Time, Talent and Treasure. Stewardship is a way to give back in whatever way we are able.
